SNOW EMERGENCY DECLARED FOR THE CITY OF CRYSTAL
A snow emergency has been declared in the City of Crystal effective 8:00 a.m. on Monday February 17 to 8:00 a.m. Tuesday, February 18, 2014.  Crystal City Code does not allow parking on public streets and alleys after a snowfall of at least 1½ inches until the street or alley has been plowed and the snow removed curb to curb.  

During snow emergencies, cars parked on streets will be tagged and towed at the owner’s expense.  If garbage containers must be out during this time, please be sure that they are located at least 3 feet in from the curb line in order to avoid being hit by the plows.
City of Crystal snow emergencies are announced on WCCO radio, local and cable TV, the City’s Facebook page, and the City’s website (www.crystalmn.gov).
